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Course Description

An introduction to the psychology of addiction process, the relationship of family to that process, the role of intervention and differing types of treatment.  Students do an in depth paper on some aspect of the addiction/treatment process.  Prerequisites: CED 601 or permission of the course instructor.

· Understand classifications of drugs and their bio-psycho-social effects on the individual and family;
· Recognize symptoms of substance abuse in a non-substance abuse setting.
· Write effective individualized treatment/educational plans with behavioral objectives.
· Understand various theories of substance abuse, the continuum of treatment and treatment modalities for recovery and relapse prevention
· Explain and apply ethics of confidentiality in substance abuse situations.

· Identify and utilize resources to assist in clinical skill building; 
· Critique web-based informational sources

· Make referrals to other care providers and demonstrate knowledge of community resources.

Instructional Methodology

The following instructional methodologies will be utilized throughout the course: Lecture, PowerPoint Presentations, Videotapes, Discussion, Writing Assignments, and Field Experience. 

Academic and Professional Integrity 

Siena Heights University expects its students to use resources with consideration for ethical concerns and legal restrictions.

The course instructor who has documentation of plagiarism or copyright infringement by a graduate student files the documentation with the respective program director. The program director is authorized to suspend the student for plagiarism or copyright infringement.  Appeal of suspension must be addressed first to the program director and then to the Dean of Graduate College.

Course Requirements

1. Attendance and participation in all scheduled classes is required.  In order for class time to be a learning experience, familiarization with text content and integration of this information is essential.  Work habits, attitudes and behaviors becoming of a professional are also expected to be demonstrated.  All documents are to be in a final format utilizing current technology.
2. Students must attend at least two open AA or NA meetings as well as two Al-Anon meetings; deliver a 2 page written report on observations and things learned regarding the recovery process; respecting principle of Anonymity.

3. Each student will research the SAMHSA website and at least 2 other websites pertaining to addictions.  Websites must be a government or professional (e.g. ACA) organization/ association.  Each student should download, print or order from SAMHSA at least 1 publication useful in current job or future job as a counselor.  On September 10, a one page report with following information is due: websites explored, materials ordered, evaluation of website (positives and negatives).  Make copies for other students.

4. Students may choose to do a clinical case presentation or a research presentation.

A. The research presentation will consist of a 15-20 minute PowerPoint presentation (with handouts) on a topic related to the course.  Supporting recent (since 2000) research is to be provided.  A list of 3 proposed topics is due on September 17.  Dates of individual presentations will be determined the first class.

B. The clinical case presentation consists of a written outline and a 15-20 minute oral presentation of an individual with a diagnosis of addiction.  Students should include the following information: presenting problem, substance abuse and treatment history, psychosocial history, mental status, diagnosis and treatment recommendations.  Dates of individual presentations will be determined the first class.
5. A final exam of 30 multiple choice items will be given on November 5.
